Attenuated FAP


APC-Associated Polyposis

· Average number of polyps is 30 with a range from 20 to 100

· Polyps tend to be more proximally located 

· Polyps appear ~10 years later than they do in patients with FAP

· Lifetime risk for colon cancer is 80%. 

· Diagnosis of colorectal cancer usually occurs at an average age of 50 years.  
Extracolonic Polyps 

Occur at the same rate as they do in individuals with FAP

They include: 

· Gastric fundic gland polyps

· Duodenal polyps

· Small bowel adenomas

Other Cancers

· Possible risk for stomach cancer

· Duodenal cancer

Surveillance

· Refer individuals with the clinical features of FAP for genetic counseling and possibly testing.  

· Screening includes:

· An annual colonoscopy starting in the late teens or early 20s 

· Regular esophago-gastro-duodenoscopies

· Other risk reducing options

· Possibly a prophylactic coloectomy in patients whose adenomas cannot be controlled by endoscopy
