Risk Assessment Tools

Types of Tools
There are two types of risk assessment tools that provide different types of information.  

· The NCI Breast Cancer Risk Assessment Program and the Claus Model provide information about the risk of developing breast cancer over time.  

· BRCAPRO provides information about the chance that an individual may carry a change in BRCA1 or BRCA2, genes known to be involved in susceptibility to hereditary breast and ovarian cancer.

Things to Consider

Different tools utilize different types of information for risk assessment purposes.  Because variation exists between risk assessment models, it is important to be aware of the benefits and limitations of each model in order to provide the most accurate risk assessment.

· Provides age related risk for breast cancer based on family history alone

· Useful for female patients who have one or two first- or second-degree relatives with breast cancer

· Provides 5-year and lifetime risks for breast cancer

· Risk is based on a woman’s history of first-degree relatives with breast cancer and non-genetic risk factors
